What to do in the Garden in
September

Consulting Rosarian Report:
By Bill Kozemchak

The first thing to do in the garden in September
is to enjoy it. The temperatures are back to a reasonable
level and your rose bushes should be responding to the
break from the heat stress of summer. September usually
brings plenty of new growth and deep vibrant colors to
the rose blooms.

You should continue watering if there is not
sufficient rainfall. This year we had plenty of summer
rain, which is unusual for our area.. Watering is the most
important thing you can do for your roses. Having
healthy well hydrated roses in the fall will help them
through the winter. The fall is also a good time to mulch.
This will also give some limited winter protection to the
roses. Dick Nipe has applied mushroom compost in the
fall as winter protection and a very good soil amendment
the following spring. This would be very good for a tired
bed which does not have many organics left in it

Although some may stop their spray program
after the fall shows, I like to continue mine into October.
| feel keeping the bush well foliated helps it store more
nutrition for the winter and the new growth next year.
Some of my bushes were pretty well defoliated over the
summer so | would like to keep the foliage on as long as
possible.

Granular fertilizers with nitrogen should not be
applied after the end of August. Many people will
continue to use liquid fertilizers or fish emulsion to give
a nice boost for the rose shows or a nice garden display
this month. 1 may give the roses a handful of Epsom
salts the beginning of the month as many of them seem
to put out nice basal breaks this time of year. Hopefully
these will mature and harden off before winter. Stopping
the nitrogen fertilizers at the end of August is meant to
stop a lot of new growth late in the month or October,
which will not have sufficient time to mature and will
freeze when the frosts come in late fall or early winter.

When you see all the beautiful roses in your
yard this month, you should think about bringing them
to the District Rose Show on September 12", which is
being hosted by the West Jersey Rose Society in Cherry
Hill, N.J. The show will be Saturday morning, followed
by afternoon programs. Stephen Scaniello will present
“The Truth about Rose Names” and Mary Peterson will
talk about “Women and Roses”. There will also be a
formal afternoon tea for $25. It will be first come first
served, so get your reservations in now. All should be

very interesting. A visit to the Stellwags Nursery is
planned for Sunday.

Another thing to do with those gorgeous
blooms is share them. Take some roses to friends,
relatives, your doctor, dentist, hairdresser, or nursing
home. They are sure to put a smile on someone’s face,
and there is no better feeling in world to see that. You
may even stir enough interest in someone to bring a new
member to the society.

It’s also a good time to make a garden map.
When you forget what went where, or lose the tags, the
map will still know. It doesn’t need to be fancy or neat;
it’s just a record of what is where. Mine has lots of white
out, different color inks, and dirt all over it, but I
wouldn’t want to be without it. While you are creating or
editing your map, it is a good time to evaluate your
roses. You may want to consider replacing
underperforming roses in your garden. Roses that don’t
bloom enough, aren’t vigorous, or are too disease prone
may be candidates. A poorly performing rose takes as
much or more care than a good one. If you are not sure
what a good replacement rose would be ask other
rosarians or a consulting rosarian in your society. Even
if a rose is highly rated, it may not perform well in our
area. Diane Wilkerson is the Rose in Review editor for
Penn-Jersey. She puts out an excellent compilation of
rose comments from growers in our area. This will be in
the Rose Vine later this year. If you wish to participate
in this, it must be sent to Diane or done on-line by
September 26™.

Horizon Roses is a publication in which the
newer exhibition roses are rated by growers from across
the country. Nothing is sugar coated and most comments
are very blunt, not like reading a rose catalog. Stacey
Catron is the Northeast editor. Ken Borrmann, Joe
Makosch, Tom Mayhew, Donna & Glen Smith, Diane &
Ernie Szilagyi, Mike Wrightstone, and | are Penn-Jersey
contributors. The new edition will be available soon for
$10; the profits are donated to the ARS
Ordering details are listed on Roseshow.com.

New rose catalogs will be arriving soon and
web sites will be updated with next years varieties. For
best selection, order early. Palatine Roses and Pickering
Nurseries are my favorites for bare root roses. Both are
in Canada and grow their roses on Multiflora rootstock,
which is better suited to our climate than roses grafted
on Dr. Huey, the choice of most US growers. Almost
Heaven, Rosemania, and Roses Unlimited are own root
suppliers | have been very satisfied with.

Many local nurseries are having sales this time
of year. This is an inexpensive way to increase the size
of your garden. While some of these roses may not look
great in their pots, with a little TLC, you can make them
look great next year. Doing some cuttings is another
good cheap way to do this.

It’s a good time to check the ph in your garden.
You can buy a ph tester for as little as $15 or as much as
$75. A soil test form Rutgers in N.J. or Penn State in PA
is another way to check it. The soil test will also tell you
about what is lacking or surplus in soil. The ph for roses



should be between 6.0 and 6.5 If this is low, which is
usually the case in this part of the country, you need to
add lime to the soil to bring the number up. This takes a
while so the fall is a good time to do it. Fertilizing
heavily usually also pushes the number down. The first
time | checked mine, some parts of the garden were
down to 4.0, which explained way they weren’t doing so
well. Too low or too high ph makes certain minerals
unavailable to the roses; they can’t take them up through
the roots.

If you are planning on a new rose bed next
year, this is a good time to get it ready. Digging and
amending the soil now will make planting easy next
spring when your new roses arrive. It will also give the
ingredients time to blend and the bed time to settle.

September is a good time to arrange garden
visits. It’s nice to visit other rose grower’s gardens to get
ideas for your own. We all do a lot of work in our
gardens so it’s nice to share them. | hope to see you at
the District Convention.

Things to do in September

1. Make plans to attend the District Convention in
Cherry Hill, it’s guaranteed to be a good time!

2. Take a trip to the Jersey Shore Rose Society
Show

3. Take some photos in the garden for the ARS,
District or Philadelphia photo contests. The West
Jersey District Show and Jersey Shore Rose
Society Show also have photo contest classes.

4. Go out to the garden and cut some roses to share
with friends and family or bring them in to enjoy
inside.

5. Water, water, water! If there is no rain, water your
roses deeply!

6. Take a road trip to the Jersey Shore or Pittsburgh
rose shows.

7. Consider applying mulch. This will conserve
moisture in the soil and protect the bushes in the
upcoming winter.

8. You should continue your regular spray program to
help prevent disease.

9. Give your roses a little treat with a liquid bloom
booster fertilizer for the rose shows or a little nicer
show in the garden or your table. You should have
stopped the solid fertilizers at the end of August.

10. Make a garden map. It doesn’t have to be fancy; it
will be a record of what varieties are planted and
where they are at. The roses will still be blooming
so they will be easier to identify. Tags and markers
can be lost over winter, so do it now.

11. Buy some new roses! If roses aren’t performing
well in your garden, you may want to replace them.
I have picked up many of my roses in the clearance
areas of garden centers this time of year. With a
little TLC they will establish themselves this fall
and be ready to take off in the spring!

Additional
Things To Remember In The Garden
By Consulting Rosarian Cora Williams

Even in September, be careful when you are
out in the garden. Wear sunscreen and drink a
lot of fluids (just like roses). Let people
know roses are not hard to grow. Always
share your roses and the happiness they bring.

Sun Safety Tips

e Keep in mind the sun is strongest between 10
a.m.and 2 p.m.

e Always wear protective clothing when
outdoors.

e Wear clothing that is dark and tightly woven
for the best protection.

e  Apply sunscreen with an SPF of 15 or higher
whenever you’re outdoors.

e  Apply sunscreen before going outdoors and
reapply often.

e Reapply sunscreen after swimming,
perspiring and toweling off.

e Don’t forget to put sunscreen on neck, ear,
and lips.

e Wear a wide-brimmed hat and UV blocking
sunglasses.

e Remember that UV rays bounce off sand,
snow, concrete and water — and the reflecting
rays can cause skin damage

e Sunscreens need to be applied liberally and
evenly over all exposed areas.

e And remember - stay in shade whenever
possible.

Although you have to
register to submit the form on-line, the information is used to
allow you to come back at a later time to add more ratings and
also to assist the RIR coordinators in preparing the final
reports. The information is deleted after the data is sent to the
coordinators and you will not receive SPAM.

If you don't grow any of the roses on the list, send
me an e-mail with that information, your response counts!

If you have already submitted your survey, THANK YOU!

On-line and paper forms must be submitted on or
before September 26, 2009, to be included in this year’s
results. This year the survey will include not only recent
introductions, but also older roses of interest that do not
currently have a rating. CRs and Judges are required to
submit a survey response.

Remember, the RIR survey process is open to
everyone! So, please take a few minutes to complete the
survey and please pass this along to your rose growing friends
and ask them to participate!
